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HEALTHCARE SERVICES FOR VETERANS IN THE FREELY ASSOCATIED STATES

In the Report: On page 30 of the report, after the paragraph titled "Support for FAS Veterans," insert the following new paragraph:

“From funds appropriated for Medical Services, the Secretary of Veterans Affairs in coordination with the Secretary of State may advance the Circular 175 process and enter into agreements with the governments of the Federated States of Micronesia, the Republic of the Marshall Islands, and the Republic of Palau, to facilitate the furnishing of health services, including telehealth, mail order pharmacy, and Beneficiary Travel, pursuant to and in order to carry out section 209(a) of the Compact of Free Association Amendments Act of 2024 (Public Law 118-42). The Committee reminds the VA that efforts to promote or enhance the Foreign Medical Program under 38 U.S.C 1724(b)(1) for veterans in the Freely Associated States does not suffice or meet Congressional intent outlined in Public Law 118-42.”
